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Manual for the Bible Parcours

here used as basic part of a Bible week (excerpts)

The OneWordWeek is planned as both, a time in which volunteers concentrate on God’s as well as a time in which teenagers are introduced to the Bible through the OneWordParcours, which is prepared and implemented by those volunteers.

The OneWordWeek should be realised over a time of eight days (from Friday to Friday), beginning with the introduction of the volunteers and the preparation of the Parcours by them from Friday to Sunday. From Monday to Friday these volunteers hold sessions based on the Bible Parcours in schools, Youth Alpha groups and with teens on the streets. Over the whole week actions like youth evenings, worship and prayer times take place. The volunteers also share their time by having their meals together.     

Aim of the OneWordWeek:

To strengthen local volunteers in their faith and their personality, and to awaken interest in the Bible for teenagers so that a local Bible study group may be built up.

Volunteer training:

Because this time is planned by the CVJM over the period of at least two days, it may contain much more than what we can do in half a day. 

I’ll give you briefly an overview of what Guenter proposes so that you may chose what of this would be useful for our training, and how.

1. -Ice-breaker, getting to know each other and  building up confidence

-Collecting various expectations of the volunteers

-Brief information about training and Bible Parcours context, how sessions are planned and about capacities of the whole project

3. Training for bible (future)study group leaders

One aim of the OneWordWeek is to build up a local bible study group. The training for the future leaders of this group would include an analysis of the current situation, having a vision and keeping it, practicing leadership and involving volunteers, structure of a group, possible rolls and tasks, involving new participants, planning the first session and rough planning for a longer period.  

4. Prayer

Here a whole evening has been taken to focus on prayer. It contains six stations for six different kinds of prayer:


Praise (decorated with flowers)


Intercession (decorated with stones)


Forgiveness (prayer sheets may be nailed on a cross)


Lamentation (prayer sheets may be stick into the rifts of a wall)


Silent prayer (decorated with cushions)


Loud prayer (in small groups)
