John R. Mott
· born 24 May 1865 in USA as an only son

· took over the timber business of his father
· but he is an intellectual and is very open to the world, so he studied law and history.

· he could have been a professor or a politician, but he decided to become the travel secretary for students in the YMCA.

· Later on he became the first General Secretary of the students’ work of the YMCA of the USA.

· as an evangelist, he traveled all over the world; he organised world wide mission and church conferences and is one of the fathers of the Ecumenical movement.

· from 1926 to 1937, he was the President of the World Alliance of YMCAs.

· During World War I and II, he helped to ease the misery on the battle fields and also cared for the refugees of the wars .

· In 1946, he got the Nobel peace prize for his life work.

· he died 31 January 1955 in Orlando.

John Mott fought his whole life to improve the future of people and of this world.

He had worked a lot.

The motivation for his hard work, he got through his belief in Jesus Christ.

One question for us today is: How did he avoid getting a burn-out syndrome?

He wrote “27 little rules of life”.
